	Lesson outcomes

	Present my observations about work completed – in an effort to help boys realise their own work ethic/destinies. Key -> Some students did really good work but many need to lift their game.

One, or perhaps two were able to complete the design situation and brief properly by inserting own detail. Generally Gantt charts were very good. Mind Maps showing Factors Affecting Design were very incomplete. Design limitations were OK, thanks, and your mindmap/reviews spanned excellent to poor & incomplete and the audio keywords (from the Playground Italy film were mostly quite good, some excellent.
To have boys understand folio is worth 10% of marks 6/65 (hello!), Criteria 1 is 14% 9/65, Depth of Research is 15% 10/65. An easy 40% is being thrown away when it is all there for the taking.

This lesson we look at history of film equipment, finalise audio in film, consider importance of music and storytelling is aboriginal culture. If time look at look at frame rates and some other technical info.

	What were the most effective elements of the lesson?   Why?
This was to be a potentially fluid lesson as my supervising teacher wanted time to discuss portfolio issues (based upon my portfolio progress assessment). I planned the lesson to include a range of tasks so that those outside would not miss out on significant parts of the lesson.
I hadn’t known a learning support teacher would be observing & supporting my lesson and this was quite useful as supervising teacher was out with others. The LST was very helpful during the writing task later in the period and between the three of us all boys got their work completed.
By including a variety of activities and learning modes the lesson was designed to be very interesting for the boys and it worked. Aside from one student I had excellent engagement and participation.
At the end of the lesson Mrs Winter gave a very kind thanks you to me on the class behalf. I had a few questions, such as “when I was coming back” from students and as they exited in a rush for buses nearly  nearly every student either shook my hand, said thanks or high-fived me. I was really pleased the past 5 weeks had gone so well!


	What were the least effective elements of the lesson?  Why?
At the end of the lesson I tried to cram one more activity in. I knew this to be very interesting for most boys and would serve to engage them with the possibilities for their work. Alas it was my last lesson and I didn’t really get time to properly explain some of the maths concepts that I wanted to. Still we covered some and this ending also made it a successful part of the lesson.
I have been working with a student who is regularly disengaged, uncooperative and disruptive. Early in the prac I was able achieve some better behaviour and today he returned to form. I immediately requested he move to the front of the class and he gestured clear refusal. My supervising teacher excused him from the classroom and the LST went to discuss. On his return the boy moved to the class front but refused to do any work, or participate in anyway. Near the end of the lesson as students wrote the journals we talked and I tried to explain my POV in that teachers simply want to help students, not be in unproductive conflict. He seemed to understand and we had a quality conversation.  I still rate this as a disappointment as it was my last lesson with this class and the disruption was disappointing.


	If I were to repeat the lesson what would I change? How could I improve?
If I were teaching alone I would have reduced the lesson content. Having a supervising and LS teacher present enabled so much to occur in the short 1 hour.
